We dressed up as firefighters, the police, doctors and pilots. The children enjoyed participating in different activities relating to these careers.
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Last week in Blue Class we celebrated Careers Week. The children enjoyed dressing up in different community workers such as builders and postal workers. They took part in role-play activities and explored different jobs through play. The school cook came to visit the class to see the flapjacks the children had made and kindly gave them stickers to celebrate their hard work. We also had a special visit from a dog from Battersea Dogs and Cats Home called Toast. The children learned about what Toast likes to eat and that he enjoys going for walks and swimming. The children were very excited and had the opportunity to gently stroke Toast. They thoroughly enjoyed the experience and were very engaged during the visit.

This week Bumblebee Class have been getting more familiar with the Zones of Regulation. The pupils explored different soothing activities and practised using a mirror to look at the  expressions on their faces. In literacy the Bumblebee pupils explored the different settings found in the story, ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’, by looking at real-life pictures of the family’s journey. They also began looking at the different features the family describe the bear as having and explored labelling their own bear. They have also made delicious banana bread in cooking and learnt about the weather by creating foam rain clouds.

This week, the pupils in Gold Class completed additions and subtractions using objects and recalling number-bonds to solve equations.
